James Cook University as one of the eight recognised Schools of Tropical Medicine globally and only one of two on
the list outside of Europe and the United States.

Prospective students regularly ask me two questions:

"What are the advantages of postgraduate studies in public health and tropical medicine?"
"Why should | pursue these studies at JCU?"

Allow me to summarise my response. There is a growing appreciation that in the increasingly complex health
environment, skills and knowledge gained from a basic professional health degree need to be expanded to
adequately facilitate higher level effective interaction within the multi-disciplinary health team and workforce.
A minimum set of public health competencies greatly enhances a graduate's ability to contribute in the
health workforce. In addition, postgraduate qualifications can equip mid-career health professionals to
pursue more challenging roles and provide a platform for career change.

James Cook University offers a wide choice of quality postgraduate programs that provide core public
health skills in epidemiology, biostatistics, health management, environmental health and health
promotion, but also provide for the individual aspirations of the health professionals we are proud
to call our students. Areas of special focus include: tropical medicine, tropical paediatrics, refugee
health, disaster health management, communicable disease control, parasitology, entomology,
Indigenous health, infection control, responses to bioterrorism, aeromedical retrieval, travel and
diving medicine. Recently we made our first steps into training our students for emerging areas
such as the public health aspects of nuclear energy. The latter is a new offering this year. Other
new subjects include Acute Care in the Resource Poor Environment and a new public health
management subject that focuses on crisis leadership. To expand our suite of disaster health-
related degrees will we be offering a Postgraduate Certificate in Aeromedical Retrieval for the
first time this year. Our programs enable students to master their individual interest areas while
expanding their public health understanding.

Our courses attract students with a wealth of expertise and experience in tropical and
public health settings. During attendance blocks this provides an exciting mix that enhances
learning and leads to functional professional networks. We recognise that our students are

busy professionals and that work priorities may clash with academic deadlines. Thus by
offering subjects in different modes (external, limited and block attendance), students are

able to choose the delivery mode that suits them best. This approach is highly valued by
our students.

Our professional research doctorate, the Doctor of Public Health, is attracting high quality
students committed to enhancing their research skills and making a considerable public
health contribution. Most of our doctoral students use their work environment to generate
the research outcomes for their thesis. Our doctorate is fiexible and feasible and enables
students to go far beyond the Masters level.

We are delighted that in addition to being able to offer Australia's only Postgraduate
Diploma in Tropical Medicine and Hygiene, we also offer two unique Postgraduate
Certificates, one in Travel Medicine and the other in Aeromedical Retrieval. Our well-
established Postgraduate Certificate in Disaster and Refugee Health is very popular

amongst students who work or are planning to work in challenging complex emergency;,
disaster or refugee environments.

JCU has an illustrious record in public health education and research. The Anton Breinl Centre within the
School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences boasts one of the largest Masters
and Doctoral public health training programs in Australia, and is one of a select group of academic
institutions funded by the Commonwealth Government to assist in training public health professionals.
The School has Commonwealth supported places for Australian students within the Master of Public
Health, and Master of Public Health and Tropical Medicine programs.

The training programs not only cover the core public health competencies, but also offer a particular
focus on the challenges facing health professionals working in tropical, rural and remote environments.
Special attention is given to the needs of high-risk community groups, including refugee and migrant
populations, and Indigenous Australians. Specific elements within the programs are tailored to particular
workforce needs. These include: aeromedical retrieval, refugee health, disaster health management,

travel medicine, tropical marine and diving medicine, infection control and communicable disease
control.

The Anton Breinl Centre also offers a number of unique awards: Australia’s only Postgraduate
Diploma in Tropical Medicine and Hygiene, Postgraduate Certificate of Aeromedical Retrieval,
Postgraduate Certificate in Travel Medicine and Postgraduate Certificate in Disaster and Refugee

Health. These programs have achieved particular recognition for excellence from the Australasian
College of Tropical Medicine and the World Safety Organization.

Quality teaching and research
Anton Breinl Centre staff have extensive international and Australian research and teaching
experience and have been recognised with prestigious awards including the Fred Katz
Memorial Medal for Service to Medical Education, the Vice-Chancellor's Award for
Excellence in Teaching, a CSIRO Medal, a Fulbright Award, and the Surgeon General's
Medal. It is fitting that the Anton Breinl Centre, with its historical link to the original
Australian Institute of Tropical Medicine established in 1910, should continue to achieve

international recognition for high-quality applied and operational research.

Flexibility for professionals
JCU's Master of Public Health and Tropical Medicine is one of only two such awards
offered globally. This flagship course is exceptionally popular with both Australian and
international students. International students form an increasingly strong part of the
student body. Flexible delivery options, including distance education, intensive blocks
and limited attendance blocks, enable effective engagement for mid-career health
professionals, who form the nucleus of the student body. Attendance blocks in
Townsville and Cairns offer students rich opportunities for networking with peers
and faculty. These experiences are enriched by the tropical northern Queensland
environment with its natural attractions, particularly the Great Barrier Reef and

heritage listed rainforests.



CHOOSING THE RIGHT POSTGRADUATE PROGRAM

The Anton Breinl Centre for Public Health and Tropical Medicine has an extensive
range of options for health professionals interested in public health, tropical and
travel medicine. The programs fall into three general categories:
>>  Public health coursework programs (including research
oriented subjects)
>>  Clinical coursework programs

>> Research degrees and subjects

The descriptions below are designed to assist you in choosing the most suitable
program for your requirements. The schedules are flexible and cater for both full
time and part time working students.

Note: some Commonwealth supported places are available for students. Contact
the Anton Breinl Centre for further information (contact details are listed on the
back cover).

Public health coursework programs
If you want a postgraduate degree in public health and have an undergraduate
degree plus extensive health experience, consider the following programs:

>>  Master of Public Health and Tropical Medicine

>>  Master of Public Health — Generic; Commmunicable Disease Control;

Biosecurity Disaster Preparedness; Aeromedical Retrieval

>>  Master of Public Health/Master of Business Administration

>>  Postgraduate Diploma of Public Health and Tropical Medicine

>>  Postgraduate Certificate of Aeromedical Retrieval

>>  Postgraduate Certificate in Disaster and Refugee Health

If you already have a Masters degree in public health and would like to progress to a
professional doctorate in public health, consider the:

If you have extensive health experience but don't have an undergraduate degree, there are
other options to progress to gaining postgraduate qualifications.

Teaching delivery modes
To enable flexibility for our students in fitting their study around work and family commitments, the
Anton Breinl Centre offers its subjects in a variety of teaching modes:

> Block mode: subjects are taught over 2 weeks face-to-face, in venues in Townsville and Cairns.
Block subjects allow for free exchange of ideas in a multidisciplinary student environment. This mode
is intensive, but worth it. Exams are included in the block. High level fluency in English is required. See
timetable for enrolment dates.

> External mode: subjects are taught by distance, with study materials mailed to students. There is
no face-to-face teaching, but increasing on-line activity (LearnJCU). One must enrol before the Study
Period census dates.



> Limited attendance mode: part external and part mini-block mode. Notes are sent to students prior
to the mini-block, and students come together for face-to-face interaction for 3-5 days. One must enrol
before the Study Period census dates.

Coursework programs and credit points
Coursework programs at JCU are based on a system of credit points. For example, a postgraduate

certificate comprises 12 credit points (four 3-credit point subjects). Individual postgraduate subjects are
usually worth three credit points.

To check the credit point value of a subject, look at the final digit of its code. For example, TM5536:03
Refugee Health is a 3-credit point subject.

Where are the block mode subjects taught?

Teaching venues for the block mode and limited attendance mode subjects will vary. The majority
are offered in Townsville at the Anton Breinl Centre building (DB-42) at the main campus in Douglas.
Your subject coordinator will keep you informed of these details.

Please note: all subjects are offered on the basis of minimum student enrolments and for
Refugee Health, Disaster Health Management, Clinical Tropical Paediatrics, Clinical Care Skills in
Aeromedical Retrieval and Flight Crew Skills in Aeromedical Retrieval a maximum limit applies.

Medals / Excellence is Rewarded
Each year the Anton Breinl Centre for the School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and
Rehabilitation Sciences awards three medals to recognize the performance of our best
postgraduate coursework students graduating in the MPH, MPH&TM or Postgraduate
Certificate in Travel Medicine in that year. All medals are only awarded if the best student
achieves a grade point average of 6.0 or greater.

> ACTM Medal

This Medal is awarded for the best overall performance in the MPH&TM and is sponsored
by The Australasian College of Tropical Medicine.

> Sidney Sax Medal
This Medal is awarded for the best overall performance in the MPH and is sponsored

by the Anton Breinl Centre for the School of Public Health and Tropical Medicine and is
endorsed by the Sax Family.

> MASTA Medal

This Medal is awarded for outstanding overall achievement in the PGCTravelMed and
is sponsored by the Medical Advisory Service for Travellers Abroad.

> Graduate with Distinction

With Distinction may be recommended for students achieving a GPA of 6.0 or
above in the MPH or MPH&TM.

Overview

The Master of Public Health and Tropical Medicine is the only award of its kind
in Australia addressing both public health and tropical medicine issues. The range
of electives provides the opportunity for specialised focus on tropical Australia,
including Aboriginal and Islander health and on Australia’s tropical neighbours.

Entry requirements
An appropriate undergraduate degree in a relevant discipline as determined by the
Head of the School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences;

OR
A Postgraduate Diploma of Tropical Medicine and Hygiene or a Postgraduate Diploma
or Diploma of Public Health and Tropical Medicine, or equivalent;

OR

Evidence of academic and professional experience, including employment for a
minimum of five years in a health related field that meets the approval of the Head
of the School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences and the
Executive Dean, Faculty of Medicine, Health and Molecular Sciences*.

*Applicants may be required to undertake up to two bridging subjects as determined by the Head of the School
of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences.

Course structure
Students must successfully complete the five core subjects (15 credit points) plus 21 credit
points of elective subjects.

The Master of Public Health enables health professionals to gain postgraduate qualifications in public
health. There are three majors available within the Master of Public Health — Generic, Biosecurity and
Disaster Preparedness, and Communicable Disease Control.

Entry requirements

An appropriate undergraduate degree in a relevant discipline as determined by the Head of the
School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences;

OR

A Postgraduate Diploma or Diploma of Public Health and Tropical Medicine at a standard

considered suitable by the Head of the School of Public Health, Tropical Medicine and
Rehabilitation Sciences;

OR
An equivalent qualification from this or another University approved by the Faculty*;
OR
Evidence of academic and professional experience, including employment for a minimum of
five years in a health-related field that meets the approval of the Head of the School of Public
Health, Tropical Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences and the Executive Dean, Faculty of
Medicine, Health and Molecular Sciences*.

Course structure

Students may choose to undertake the more popular generic course of study or may
follow an identified major of study that reflects areas of expertise within the School.
The course consists of three MPH core subjects (9 credit points) that reflect the latest
evidence on required population health competencies and 27 credit points of elective
subjects. If a student elects to pursue a major, the course structure will be the three
MPH core subjects (9 credit points), three specialisation subjects (9 credit points)
and 18 credit points of elective subjects. The majors are: Biosecurity and Disaster
Preparedness, and Communicable Disease Control. There is also an opportunity of
studying for a Master of Public Health/Master of Business Administration.

Credit/Advanced Standing

Students with entry qualifications equivalent to four years or more of undergraduate
or postgraduate study, plus a minimum of five years health-related professional
experience considered suitable by the Head of the School of Public Health, Tropical

Medicine and Rehabilitation Sciences, may be granted advanced standing up to a
maximum of 12 credit points of study.
