a) Be a reflection of classroom teaching practice including the elements of planning, teaching, assessing and
reflecting;

b) Clearly assess the content of the Graduate Teacher Standards; and

c) Demonstrate an understanding of moderation processes that support consistent decision-making against
achievement criteria.

The GTPA is built into course requirements and assessments.
