Schools that have chosen to participate in our UniX Residential Program to be held at JCU Cairns, Nguma-bada campus, Smithfield
campus on 21 June 2021 are required to have students and their parent/guardian complete the 2021 UniX Senior Accommodation
Registration Form. Schools are required to email the completed form to futurestudents@jcu.edu.au before the closing date on

7 June 2021. All accommodation meals and dietary requirements will be catered for students and staff attending the Residential
Program.

Residential Program Cost

The cost for meals and accommaodation is $90 per student/staff member. JCU will invoice the school post event for payment. Cost
recovery by the school from participating students before or after the event is at the discretion of the school. A travel-subsidy maybe
offered to your school to assist with transport costs. Your school’s Relationship Manager will contact you with details on how to take
advantage of this offer.

Residential Program Transport

Schools are required to coordinate their own transport to and from JCU Cairns, Nguma-bada campus, Smithfield. JCU understands
the cost burden of transporting students and a travel subsidy maybe available to your school to assist with transport costs. Download
a copy of the UniX Senior Travel Subsidy Form for more information.
